This year we encountered several challenges on the administration side of our
operation, we embraced a visit from the ATO which helped highlight areas of concern
from an employer obligation point of view.

This will be one of our priorities in this
new basketball year. We will also continue to review and manage all our processes
and procedures on the administration side of our business. We will be looking at
MYOB, further expanding its use and its purpose within the club in relation to real
reporting, and incorporating the full integration of the bar and canteen.

The introduction by BSA of the new Youth League has been a major change of direction
for not just Sturt but all district clubs and has not come without its problems. BSA assure
us that they will be continually looking at its competition structures and amending them
for the better over time. The last twelve months has been a fairly turbulent one with
BSA conducting several reviews for State Champs, high performance and facilities,
these reviews could well have a massive impact on our club and how it operates both
on and off the court. We are facing some challenging times ahead with BSA
endeavouring to become a more viable and productive body whilst still absorbing the
pressure of ever increasing costs. We will be looking at all areas of our club to seek cost
reductions in areas of operations that can be streamlined to ensure our viability into the
future. Change is often seen as the enemy and | can assure you all that any changes
that we as a committee and executive agree to, will only be implemented for the
betterment of the game and the long term security of our club.

With such a strong history and a lot of the hard yards completed by so many people, the
foundations are firmly set for our club to continue to move forward, and | have absolute
confidence in the future direction and success that our club will now embark on for
years to come.

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JUNIOR PROGRAM REPORT

(From the August AGM)

This season was the somewhat of a culmination of the last 6 years in the Elite level
District Competition. The club finally won all 6 trophies at the State Championships in
May, the first time in memory that any club has done so. We have also performed well
again at interstate carnivals, with our U14 girls finishing 4™ and U16 boys 5™ at the
Classics.

Over the past 6 years we have been tracking our progress at the Classics and using a
method similar to the State Champs at determining club ranks according to result. Over
this period we have finished 1% of all clubs in the boys, and 4™ overall. This includes all
the Victorian clubs, and is a mighty effort for the coaches and players considering we
are up against clubs that are 10 times larger and have double figures staff. (Please refer
to index 1)

Our biggest issue now as a club is that as we are full at the district level and are unable
to improve our results locally and nationally due to our current level of success, we need
to be making plans for a new future direction. | believe that this direction needs to be in
move towards self controlled domestic competition, with the club taking a leadership
role in administrating and taking the hard decisions that can develop long term results
both financially and in the growth of the sport. This will involve a commitment from both
the club and its coaches, but | feel that it is necessary to continue growing or else we
will have no where to go but back to the pack.

Junior District

Our district program is again leading the Adelaide competition. This year we have had
more teams in finals for both the summer and winter seasons than all other clubs, with
33 in total for this winter season out of 39 teams, along with winning the Overall State
and Reserve Club Championship. Our U14 Boys and Girls team have both qualified for
the National Championships and we wish them well.

This season the club had 20 State representative players, along with 4 coaches. And 3
past juniors represent Australia at the World University games, while 2 other trained in
National Junior Camps.

I would like to thank all those coaches who assisted the club this year. With the
increasing number of players coming out of U16’s and into U18’s in our club we have
continued to struggle to find coaches for all teams. Currently we plan on having a
maximum of 44 district teams, and we will have 41 starting the season. Next season we
will be decreasing the number of teams the club enters into the district competition at
the U14 level with 4 girls and 5 boy’s teams and with some more new coaches, and
some returning, | hope that this becomes less of an issue, than in previous seasons.
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Extra player from our trials and other players wanting to play for the club will be
continually directed towards the domestic competition.

Domestic

Our Domestic competition increased from 8 teams at the end of last year up to 11
teams full of 9 players each this year with teams from U10’s through to the U16 age
group, playing in the Unley competition. At the end of this season we have 79 U10
players now in the club including District and Domestic players. This would be the
largest ever from a club in SA, and would constitute 10 full teams.

A number of these domestic players have moved up into the district competition this
year from trials and we hope to increase the number of participating teams to 20 in the
coming year. This would give us the necessary numbers to begin running a profitable
competition.

As a club, our long term goal needs to be all players entering the club through the
domestic competition before moving into our district teams. This year, our U10 boys
program will be operating under this process and | expect some players to continue to
play both.

This increase would largely contribute to the increase in increase in income for
Domestic Competition and City South from $13,650 up to $19,200. And contribute to the
continued increase in uniform sales. | feel that moving forwards this needs to become
the driving force of the club in growing into a full association.

Aussie Hoops

This Year we have had a steady number of participants. As we have dropped the
Sunday program due to a number of days being unavailable from BSA double booking
the stadium. Each term we have had on average 30 new members and a similar
number moving into domestic or finishing their program time.

Finally, 1 would like to thank the committee and especially Donald Rodman for their
support over the last year. There have been numerous times they have given their
support and assistance and made the running of the junior program easier.

Basketball has been in somewhat of a stand still over the past few
years, with BSA struggling to move the sport forward. Considering our
results, this makes them look even more dynamic. The club will need to
continually make improvements in our communication and increase the
amount of commitment to move forward.

SENIOR MEN'S REPORT 2011

(Report from the August AGM)

The year was one of mixed fortunes. 12 wins in the minor round of the Central ABL,
compared to 13 last year, given the loss of players was a remarkable effort by the
team. It put us in the same play off position as last year, but unfortunately we lost both
our play off games in disappointing fashion.

Last year we thought that the biggest factor in our title run was our depth. It allowed us
to be the fittest and most mentally strong team in the final four weeks and it paid
dividends. This year we must concede that our lesser depth was a decisive factor in
our poor performance in the play offs. This must be one of the things we look at when
we evaluate our player list in the coming weeks.

On the bright side, we stayed true to ourselves and our core value of Sturt player
development. We were able to elevate long time Sturt junior players, who may not
have played a major on court role in the past, to a more prominent role this year. This
added experience will be invaluable and will allow us to build the depth in our list to
make another title run in the near future.

Jacob Holmes was an outstanding leader and captain. He is the total professional on
and off the floor and a role model for all of us. His third Woollacott Medal, his first for
his club of origin, places him amongst the all time greats of South Australian State
basketball. It is a deserving reward for his passion and commitment to his team and
club. We wish him the best in his endeavours to secure a European professional
contract this summer.

Darren Ng had an outstanding but injury interrupted year in both the NBL and ABL. He
has been rewarded with a roster spot on the Adelaide 36ers in 2012. Tom Daly and
Jan Warbout look set to become Development Players with the Adelaide 36ers for a
second year. Our hope is that they can become regular NBL players in the future.

Tom Daly and Corey Maynard were the two point guards for the Australian World
University Games team that competed in China in August 2011. This is a remarkable
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achievement considering they could be eligible for these Games in 2013 and 2015 as
well. There was no doubt Corey's absence due to a stint at Bryant University (with
fellow Sturt player Claybrin McMath) and Tom's unavailability for half the year put the
squad under great pressure. However the opportunities for these players far outweigh
the short team pain and we congratulate them on their achievements.

In Tom's absence, his 16 year old brother Sam was elevated to a major role after his
Under 18 State commitments were complete. He performed admirably. Sam has been
selected in the Australian Under 17 team to compete next month at the Oceania
qualifiers for the World Under 17 Championships in 2012. We wish him all the best and
hope he can continue to develop and be selected for this World Championship next
year.

Another emerging star whose input was great missed is Nathan Spehr, who has taken
up a scholarship with the University of North Alabama. Nathan, along with John
Marriott, played games for the Australian Under 19 team last summer, but both
unfortunately missed the final World Championship team. We congratulate him on this
opportunity and wish him all the best. Similarly Josh Owen-Thomas has secured a
scholarship with the University of Calgary. Good luck to Josh.

Our Division 2 Men will finish 2nd and 3rd and our Under 23's will probably finish 1st in
Division 1, 1st and 3rd in Division 2 and 1st and 8th in Division 4 at the end of the
minor round. The Under 18 Boys won the State Championship for the 6th year in a
row. These results are outstanding and are a direct result of the co-ordinated approach
that provides a pathway for our juniors into senior ranks and beyond. | thank senior
assistant coaches Nathan Vaughan and Paul Rigoni for all their work with these
squads, as well as with the ABL team. Also to Alex Wright and David Garrett with the
Youth League 4's, Tim Shortt with the Youth League 2's and of course the tireless
efforts of Nathan Anderson with our parallel squad of Senior and Youth League
players. He is the only one of his ilk in this State and he provides an outstanding
program which is a way of life for many long time Sturt players.

Thanks also to Nives Gavranich, Leanne Noble and Andy Kareta who provide
managerial support to our underpinning teams. Andy in particular is an invaluable part
of our squad and his hard work behind the scenes allows me to coach and the players
to play without any distractions. Thanks also to all the volunteers who put on the best
and most professional ABL game night in the State. In particular the "Band Of Mothers"
who put on the best post game spread; a highlight of every week.

We hope to be in a position to make another title run next year. However we will not do
this by compromising our core value of Sturt player development. That is not to say
that we will only look within our borders, we won't. However if there are Sturt bred
players who are good enough and show the commitment to excellence, then they will
be given the opportunities to contribute. The quality of these players that are produced
year after year by the junior side of the club, ably led by the best junior development
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manager in the State, Paul Mesecke, will ensure that we will be competitive year after
year at the senior level.
